Surgical capabilities too have been upgraded, with HD
laparoscopes, ERCP scopes, and laser systems for procedures that were once available only in
private hospitals. New operating tables and advanced LED lights now bring greater precision
and safety into the surgical theatre.

“With this advanced equipment, we are better prepared to treat patients in need of critical
surgeries. We are thankful to NMDC for standing beside us in strengthening healthcare at VIMS,”
added Shanthamurthy, Biomedical Engineer, VIMS.
